Action Adjustments

When setting the action of your strings, you should follow the radius of your neck. (See figure 1.)
This can be done by using feeler gauges.

Figure 1. The yellow line shows the radius of the neck.

The bottom of each string should follow the radius. For best results, this can be achieved by matching
the individual saddles with the neck radius. (See figure 2.) Bridges such as those on a Les Paul have a
fixed radius and have no adjustment except for bringing either side up or down.

Fidure 2. The yellow line shows how the individual
saddles can be set to mirror the neck radius.
